Primary 7 - St Ciaran’s College Induction Day All those pupils who will be 
transferring to St Ciaran’s College, Ballygawley, in September 2025, will be 
attending St Ciaran’s on Friday 6th June 2025 for their Induction Day.  
 
Your child will complete standardised CAT assessments which will replace the 
MidYIS assessment undertaken in previous years. No preparation is required 
for these assessments. Parents / carers should be available to leave their child 
to St. Ciaran’s College for no later than 9.10am on Friday 6th June. Members 
of the Year 8 Pastoral Team will be there to meet and greet at the front doors. 
There will be a welcoming address from 9.15am – 9.30am. Your child will be 
with children from St Mary’s.  
 
Your child will complete the CAT assessments in a computer room, from 
approximately 9.30am – 12.15pm, with interval periods being provided 
between each assessment as well as a snack in the canteen at 11.15am and 
dinner at 12.15pm. There is no need for your child to bring a packed lunch nor 
their schoolbag or equipment. A bottle of water is however advisable. 
 
Following their assessment, your child will get an opportunity to ‘taste’ some 
of the subjects St. Ciaran’s have to offer, become familiar with the school 
building and its facilities and meet the staff.  
P7s will also get the opportunity to take part in practical subjects such as PE, 
Art or Drama etc therefore it is advised that they wear comfortable clothing 
such as track bottoms, trainers and their school jumper. 
 
St Ciaran’s ask that the parent / carer is also available to collect their child at 
2.15pm. Please report to the front area of the school to do this. 
 
Primary One Induction- We invite our new Primary 1 Entrants to an Induction 
Morning on Friday 13th June 2025. (9:30 am – 11:00 am) The children will have 
the opportunity to meet their new teacher, Miss Cush, view their classroom 
and play with their friends. As the children spend time with their teacher, the 
parents will be invited to attend an Information Session, delivered by school 
principal, Mrs Quinn, in the School Assembly Hall. The new school principal, 
Mrs Helen Lavery will visit St Mary’s on this day to meet our new P1 pupils.
